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Period poverty is the inability to afford or access menstrual health products, education, or sanitation facilities. In the U.S.,
2 in 5 people have struggled to afford period products! When unaddressed, period poverty can lead to missed school and work,
increased risk of infections, and shame or isolation due to social stigma.
